1181.01 PURPOSE. ,
The sign and billboard regulations are intended to protect the public health, safety
and welfare by regulating the placement, size and general appearance of signs and billboards in

Create a visually attractive economic and business climate by permitting
signs which are compatible with their surroundings, orientation and
physical appearance of the community.

Encourage signs that are readable.

Protect the character and dignity of the community.

Reduce clutter by controlling the number, size and location of signs.
Reduce hazards to the public that may be caused by signs over hanging
public rights-of-way.

Improve traffic safety by regulating signs so that they do not obstruct vision
or interfere with the functions performed by drivers; and

Protect and enhance the value of real estate and the tax base of the Village.

It is not the intent of this chapter to overly restrict the use of signs advocating
political, religious or philosophical points of view which are location on private property.
